Communion (with the Father)  
John 17:20ς22 (NKJV) 20 “I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word; 21 that 
they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe 
that You sent Me. 22 And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one:  
1 John 4:16 (NKJV) And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in love 
abides in God, and God in him.  
 

All of Christian life flows from being in COMMUNION with the Father (Acts 17:28).  We define communion as abiding in 
intimate fellowship with God.  There is no life apart from abiding in the Giver of life (John 17:3).  It is our desire to walk 
with God in close relationship with Him, living a lifestyle of turning away (repenting) from sin (Acts 26:10) and in humility 
(James 4:10) communing with a God who has pursued us with His love (1 John 4:19).  His very nature is relational and thus 
communion with Him should foster healthy relationships in all our lives (1 John 4:21).  Since His very nature expresses 
service, our communion of Him should result in a desire to serve both God (John 14:15) and man (Galatians 6:10). 

Therefore we emphasise a lifestyle of walking with God.  Traditionally Christians have lived in a way that divides the 
sacred from the secular.  This view creates an unbiblical dichotomy.  For example the workplace is secular and thus God is 
left out of the workplace, but attending a church service is sacred and so those attending behave differently and live 
differently in a sacred environment.  We believe that since God is omnipresent (everywhere), there is no such thing as a 
secular/sacred divide.  We are to walk with God in the home, workplace, marketplace, and in every place that we go.  This 
makes praying without ceasing possible because God is always accessible through the finished work of the Cross.  God 
desires us and loves us.  Our response should be with love and desire towards Him in everything. 

We give prominence to the reading and study of Scripture, seeking to understand and apply it to our lives both publically 
and privately.  Our goal is not to grow in our theology for the sake of knowledge, but rather to apply what we learn of God 
to our lives, that we might grow in our faith and love towards God.  We desire to hear God speak and to respond to Him in 
worship.  In other words, our theology (the study of God) should lead to doxology (the worship of God).   

We desire to recognise God’s working in the minutia of life.  If the Spirit of God dwells in us, then every part of life should 
be to the worship and glory of God.  That means we should wake up in the morning in worship to God, go to work in 
worship to God, eat and drink in worship to God, let our earthly relationships be to the worship of God, which even 
includes our intimacy with our spouses to the glory of God! As Paul said in 1 Corinthians 10:31, “Therefore, whether you 
eat or drink, or whatever you do, do all to the glory of God.” 

Community (in the Holy Spirit)  
2 Corinthians 13:14 (NKJV) The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the communion of the Holy Spirit 
be with you all. Amen.  
Philippians 2:1 (NKJV) Therefore if there is any consolation in Christ, if any comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if 
any affection and mercy,  
 

To walk in communion with the Father is to walk in the COMMUNITY of the Spirit.  The Church is a community of people 
in whom dwells the Spirit of God.  It is the same Spirit that dwells in every member of the Body of Christ.  Thus we 
function as an organism that shares life.  This life is the very life of God as it is His Spirit that has joined with our spirit 
(John 6:63).  Being of one body and one Spirit (Ephesians 4:4), we live this shared life together loving and serving one 
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another (1 John 4:16).  Thus, a person forsaking the fellowship of the body, robs both himself and the body of the life that 
we share together (Hebrews 10:24-25). 

Therefore, we see the importance of the universal body of Christ and especially the local body.  We are different from a 
sack of marbles that bump into one another when gathered and yet remain completely rigid or separate.  That would be 
an individualistic view of the church.  We are more like cells in one body intermingled, directed by the one Head who is 
Christ.  The life that we partake of is the life of Christ which is shared by the entire body.  God has not made us identical to 
each other, but has given gifts to the members of the body so that they may contribute to the health of the body.  
Therefore, no member is insignificant and every member has a role to play.  We live out our roles in humility and service to 
Jesus and the local expression of His Church. 

Since we are members of one organism, we desire to live life (not just Sundays) with one another.  As we love and serve 
one another, the image of God is more visibly seen, for God Himself is a triune community.  If we seek to live in community 
without being in communion with the Father, we will lack the supernatural life that makes the community of faith so 
vibrantly different from every other group of people. We live in community to the glory of God, seeking opportunity to 
show the beauty of the gospel to one another in sacrificial service. When we are living in the unity of the Spirit, showing 
forth the love of the Spirit, then God is made glorious both to one another and to the world.  True community will itself 
preach the gospel as Jesus is vividly displayed through His functioning Body. 

Commission (by the Son)  
Matthew 28:18ς20 (NKJV) 18 And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven 
and on earth. 19 Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the 
Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, 
even to the end of the age.” Amen.  
John 20:21 (NKJV) So Jesus said to them again, “Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also send you.” 
 

To walk in communion with the Father and the community of the Spirit is to walk with the COMMISSION given by the 
Son.  This commission exists because worship does not.  In other words, because there are people who do not worship 
God, the Gospel must go to them (Mark 16:15).  Our commission is the primary reason we are here on earth (Colossians 
1:28).  In heaven will be perfect communion with the Father as well as the community of the Spirit.  What will be absent 
in heaven are the souls of those who are dead in sin and thus not alive to God (John 3:18).  This should not diminish other 
areas of our following Jesus (i.e. communion and community), but rather reveals to us the necessity/urgency of the great 
commission at present.  Jesus came to this earth to seek and save the lost (Luke 19:10), which is more than those who are 
already in the spiritual community.  We desire to tell the good news of Jesus to the lost as a result of our communion with 
ǘƘŜ CŀǘƘŜǊ ŀƴŘ ƻǳǊ ŘŜǎƛǊŜ ǘƻ ǎŜŜ ǘƘŜ ŎƻƳƳǳƴƛǘȅ ƻŦ ōŜƭƛŜǾŜǊǎ ǎǘǊŜƴƎǘƘŜƴŜŘ ŦƻǊ DƻŘΩǎ ƎƭƻǊȅ (Luke 15:7).  Evangelism is 
where the commission begins.  The ultimate goal of the commission is to make disciples.  Disciples are those followers of 
Jesus committed to Him and His mission. 

Since God is a missionary God, we need to be mission oriented.  Jesus was sent as a missionary to man in man’s culture, 
and has commissioned us to join Him in His mission.  We are called to live on mission to this world.  In order to do this we 
must be in the world (although not of it), seeking to reach people where they are at, just as Christ incarnated to reach us.  
The mission we are to be on is not our own, but our triune God’s.  Our mission is to proclaim and display, to a lost world, 
the message of reconciliation as ambassadors (2 Corinthians 5).  Since we have a purpose in this world and since we are 
called to glorify God with every area of our lives, we are to make much of the cross of Jesus.  Therefore, we should live with 
an intentional gospel perspective.  Preaching and displaying the gospel is not something for the evangelist but rather for 
all who drink in the waters of salvation. 

Our everyday life should be in responding to this question:  How can I join Jesus today on His mission for His glory?  This 
transforms the school, workplace, family, neighbourhood etc. into a mission field.  That means our decisions will take the 
proclamation of the gospel into account.  Every interaction we have with the lost is a possible opportunity to show Christ. 
Our goal isn’t simply to attract people to our official church meetings (i.e. Sunday mornings), but to the living Christ of 
these meetings.  Thus, we ourselves, should be attractional (drawing people), but we should also be missional (going to 
people) for the sake of Christ.   

Since the community functioning together and working alongside each other proclaims the gospel (in regards to both 
evangelism and discipleship), we should seek to be involved in the commission not just personally, but corporately.  This 
means that our outreach should not be one organized by church leaders alone, but also arising in more organic settings 
that would not arise from an ‘official’ church outreach.  Helping a neighbour or inviting friends who are not followers of 
Jesus along to a gathering with those in the community provides opportunity for the gospel to be preached in word and in 
deed.  Since our community (Calvary Leatherhead) is a result of the gospel, the lost must see the gospel lived out in our 
community.
